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Music Notes by Ray Urwin
Our faithful choir volunteers are taking a much-deserved and needed day off today, and our alto,
tenor, and bass section leaders are offering some unusual vocal music.

Johann Philipp Krieger (Offertory), a near contemporary of Bach, was a prolific court and
church composer and organist, working in various places in Germany, including Weifenfells,
where he was court composer for 45 years. He wrote much music, including more than 2000
cantatas, of which only 76 have survived. This duet, originally for two tenors, is from a cantata
for the second Sunday of Easter, 1698. Claudio Casciolini (Communion) was a bass singer and
possibly the choir director at San Lorenzo in Damaso, in central Rome. He and his wife had
numerous children and lived in poverty in a small house near the church. Like the late
Renaissance composer Tomas Luis de Victoria, Casciolini wrote only church music. Although he
lived during the period of Baroque art, he was a conservative and wrote almost exclusively in the
“antique” or late Renaissance style of Palestrina. This piece, however, with its chords and voices
moving together like a hymn, is more Baroque than Renaissance.
