In keeping with the pandemic safety guidelines from our bishop, the
communicant may drink from the chalice or, in the alternative, the chalice bearer will dip the wafer into the wine and place ir
directly on the communicant’s tongue. If you prefer not to have wine, simply cross your arms over your chest after receiving the
wafer.
